All Module files are uploaded to the system, in ZIP format with the following file structure:

/install.dat 

/test/mod_name.php

/test/module.sql

/test/mod_name.php

Where ‘test’ is the name of the module.

The install.dat is in the following format:

The name of the module MUST match the directory it is in (in the ZIP).  If the module needs a table to be created for it’s use, that data goes in an sql file and is entered into the install.dat file.  The other options are self explanatory.
