Installation Instructions
--------------------------------

1. Unzip the ESE folder that you have received.
2. Upload the ESE folder anywhere within the site for which this will be used.
3. Take a note of the exact location path of the ESE folder. (Example: public_html/ese/)
4. Type this path in the address bar of the browser with full domain name (Example: www.domain.com/ese/) 

Now wait for the installation window to open up automatically with five sections:

 1. Product Key
 2. Admin Details
 3. Site details
 4. FTP details
 5. Template details

Upload License File -
Browse the license file.


Admin details -
The password that you will be using to access the admin section. Please keep this password secret.

Site details -
In this section the following information needs to be filled in to use the software effectively.

Root Path -
Path of the folder in which the pages to be edited are located. You can leave it blank.

Root ESE Path -
Type in the exact path of the ESE folder after unzipping it (ex: /ese)

Directory Not ESE Edited -
Enter the name of the directories that you do not want to edit using easySiteEdit.

File Extension -
Enter the file extensions for which you want editing, deletion and backup functions.

Directory for (Auto) Backup -
Enter the name of the directory where you wish the Auto Page Backup to be stored.

Site Backup Directory -
Enter the name of the directory where you wish the Full Site Backup to be stored.


Enable Backup -
By checking the box it enables the function to auto page backup.


Enable Site Backup -

By checking the box it enables the complete site backup utility.

Enable Delete Files -
If you wish to “delete files” using easySiteEdit, please enable this option.
Enable Delete Site Backup -
If you wish to enable “delete backup files” using easySiteEdit, please enable this option. If this option is off, you will not be able to delete the backups in the backup folders.

FTP details -

FTP Server Name -
Type in the sever name or the IP address of the server where you are using ESE.

FTP User Name – 
Enter FTP user name here


FTP User Password -

Enter FTP Password here

FTP / nonFTP -

Select FTP or nonFTP as per your server settings. If the FTP is enabled in the server no needs to change the option. Otherwise select the nonFTP option. Before selecting nonFTP give full permission to all your site's folders & files. Then only it will work.
FTP Directory of ESE -

Enter the path of the directory in the server where easySiteEdit has been installed

Enter your eMail ID as default –
Enter your eMail ID in this field. This will be helpful in the case if you forgot your login user name or password.

Template details –

This allows you to choose the color theme of the GUI. To make a choice, click on the drop down menu and pick up a color. At present this field is disabled.

After filling up all the necessary fields press install button to start the installation procedure. Once the ESE is installed, you will be automatically taken to the Login Page. Login and enjoy editing site easily.
